With this
religious watch-word another watch-word was implicitly

if not explicitly, combined, namely, “India for thé.
[ndians”. Combining these two, we have the principle

both religious and political that the religion of Indi;
as well as the sovereignty of India ought to belong to
the Indian people. In other words—Indian Religion for
the Indians and Indian sovereignty for the Indians.
In order to accomplish the first end Indian Religion
was to be reformed and purified by return to the
Vedas, and the foreign religions .as Islam and Christi-
anity were to be extirpated. Thus the programme in-
cluded reform for indigenous religion and extirpation
for foreign religions. With regard to the second end,
the founder of the Arya Samaj seems to have taught
that a return to the pure teachings of the Vedas would
gradually fit the people of India for the self-rule and
that independence would ultimately come to them.

[ am not charging Pandit Dayanand with disloyalty.
Every sincere well-wisher of India hopes that the time
will come when the Indian people through the spread
of education, and the removal of bad social customs
and above all through the prevelance of true religion
will be fitted for self-government. It is evident _from
all this that Pandit Dayanand was a man of large views.
He was a dreamer of splendid dreams.

He had a vision of India purged of her _SUPEIStitiﬂnsr
fitted with the fruits of science, worshipping 0ne God,




fitted for self-rule, having a place in the sister-hogd ap
nations and restored to her ancient glory. All this gy,
to be accomplished by throwing overboard, the amﬁ'ﬁ_._
mulated superstitions of the centuries and returning ol
the pure and inspired teachings of the Vedas. Thys
the founder of the Arya Samaj was a kind of Elijah
or John the Baptist, who felt himself called to turn the
hearts of the degenerate children of modern India ¢q
their fathers of the glorious Vedic Age, to reconcile :
the present with the past. The character of his mission
helps to account for the violence of his methods of
controversy. Elijah was not specially gentle in his dea-
lings with the prophets of Baal, nor was Luther very
tender towards the Roman Church. In like manner
Pandit Dayanand stood with his back to the wall,
facing on the one hand the attacks of the Brahmani-
cal heirarchy and on the other the assaults of the
foreign religions, Islam and Christianity. Under these
circumstances we can hardly wonder that he struck
back as hard as he could. Luther dealt heavy blows |
on the Roman Church as Pandit Dayanand at the

Brahmanical Church. ’

Suppose, now, that while Luther was fighting with
Rome, the extensive and powerful Mohammedan pro-
paganda, which threatened to devour all the fruits of
Reformation, was found all over Europe, what would
Luther have done under these circumstances, but smité
the apostate Roman Church at home and the Moham-
mendan propaganda from abroad with impartial zeal
and violence and with no great effort to be fair and
appologetic. This illustrates exactly Pandit Dayanand’s
attitude towards degenerate Brahmanical Church, on
the one hand, and the foreign faiths —Christianity aﬂ‘; .
Islam on the other. In his opinion the one needed t0
be purged and pruned, the other to be extirpated. The
